FAMILY Project Cohort: Baseline Findings

Central and Western District-specific report
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Executive summary

The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust, recognising the importance of family harmony and
social capital, commissioned the School of Public Health of the University of Hong Kong (HKU)
to develop and implement the ‘FAMILY Project’ in 2007. The Project consists of a community
action component, which is in turn informed by an original household-based longitudinal “social
barometer’ databank. This social barometer databank represents the first comprehensive
assessment of Hong Kong people’s health, happiness and harmony (the ‘3Hs’) at both the
individual and family levels and is the subject of this report. The findings of this report are based
on data collected from the baseline survey during 2009 to 2011, including over 7,993 randomly
selected households from whole Hong Kong comprising 16,039 participants who form a
representative sample of the Hong Kong general population.

This report is intended as a catalogue of the raw data and simple cross-tabulations. Please refer to
future publications and the online interactive system (www.family.org.hk) for further insights
and analyses. The cohort is currently being followed up through multiple telephone surveys and
the completion of a second round of in-person household interviews. These results will be
reported in due course, as will those households included in the databank through residency in
three new towns (2,964 households; 8,015 participants), three special groups with recently
changed family dynamics (905 households; 2,207 participants), singleton households (1,930
participants), and extended families of the index households (5,247 households; 11,870
participants) as well as an additional convenience sample (1,579 households; 3,194 participants).

Health

In their 2011 political declaration, the United Nations (UN) announced the need to focus efforts
on four main non-communicable diseases (NCDs), which include cardiovascular diseases,
diabetes, cancers, and chronic respiratory diseases. In order to minimize and prevent the risk of
these NCDs, the UN has encouraged the cessation of smoking and alcohol consumption,
maintaining healthy diets and regular physical activity to reduce overweight and obesity
prevalence, and other related recommendations. The FAMILY Project has collected data related
to the aforementioned factors and conducted appropriate analysis.

Height and weight

Men and women had a mean height of 168.2 cm and 156.5 cm respectively and a mean weight of
68.8 kg and 56.3 kg, respectively. Body weight showed a normal distribution, where the middle-
aged weighed the heaviest.
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Body mass index

Body mass index (BMI) is used to identify underweight, overweight and obesity in different
populations worldwide. According to the classification scheme proposed by the World Health
Organization (WHO), 22.4% of the cohort participants were overweight (BMI 25 - <30) and
6.8% were obese (BMI >30), while 5.1% were underweight (BMI <18.5) and 65.5% were
normal (BMI 18.5 - <25). More men (35.0%) than women (24.3%) were either overweight or
obese.

When using the WHO’s BMI cut-off points specifically established for Asians, more participants
were classified as obese than when using the traditional cut-offs, with 29.2% classified as
overweight (BMI 23 - <25) and 21.4% obese (BMI >25). 5.1% were underweight (BMI <18.5)
and 44.1% were normal (BMI 18.5 - <23). Similarly, more men (62.7%) than women (40.4%)
were either overweight or obese.

Hypertension

Doctor-diagnosed hypertension was reported by 12.6% of participants. The prevalence of
hypertension increased steadily with age, from 0.0% among 20-34 year olds to 52.9% among
those of 65 and above. However, when all participants’ blood pressure (BP) was measured on-
site using an electronic sphygmomanometer, another 12.1% were found to have high blood
pressure according to the WHO criteria (systolic BP > 140 mmHg and/or diastolic BP > 90
mmHg), giving an overall hypertension prevalence of 24.7% (22.0% for women and 27.8% for
men).

Diet

The FAMILY Cohort has interviewed the participants regarding their dietary habits in the past
month, including the frequency and quantity of fruit and vegetable consumption.

Daily fruit consumption was reported by 55.8% of participants, with more women (59.9%) than
men (50.9%) consuming fruit daily. Daily fruit consumption also increased with age. As for
daily consumption of vegetables, 33.1% reported consumption of at least three servings a day,
with a higher percentage among women (45.7%) than men (18.1%). Overall, 14.1% reported
having at least five servings of fruit and vegetables a day, again with more women (14.5%) than
men (13.7%). The level of consumption of fruit and vegetables in the general population was
essentially inadequate compared to the Hong Kong Department of Health guideline of at least
five servings (two fruit and three vegetable servings).

Smoking

13.6% of participants reported that they had smoked cigarettes before. Among those, 71.7%
currently smoke at least one cigarette a day (daily smokers), 5.5% smoke occasionally (less than
one cigarette per day) and 19.1% had stopped altogether. Among all participants, the
corresponding daily smoking prevalence was 9.7% (2.6% in women versus 18.1% in men).

Alcohol

Overall, 71.4% of participants did not consume any alcohol at all. 16.8% drank alcohol
occasionally (less than once a month), 6.2% drank at least once a week, and 2.9% were daily
drinkers. Among current drinkers, 18.9% had at least one episode of binge drinking in the month
prior to the interview, and 3.9% reported a weekly alcohol intake exceeding the UK Royal
College of Physician’s recommended levels (210 mg for males, 140 mg for females).

Physical activity

For adults aged 18-64, the WHO recommends at least 2.5 hours of moderate to vigorous physical
activity per week. A total of 24.9% of the participants complied with WHO physical activity
recommendations, with 32.4% of males and 18.7% of females meeting the recommended level.
19.2% of people aged 20-34 complied with the guidelines, while approximately 23.0% those
aged 65 and above did so.

Health-related quality of life
= SF-12Vv2

The Medical Outcomes Study 12-item short-form version 2 (SF-12 v2) measures eight domains
of health status: physical functioning, role physical, bodily pain, general health, vitality, social
functioning, role emotional, and mental health. The physical health summary score covers the
first four domains and the mental health score the latter four. Both scores ranged from 0 to 100,
with higher scores indicating better physical functioning and psychological well-being.

Overall, the median physical health and mental health scores were 49.8 and 54.4 respectively;
men and women reported similar scores (males: 50.9 versus females: 48.9 for physical health;
males: 54.6 versus females: 54.3 for mental health). Additionally, physical health scores
decreased with age.
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= Perceived health status

Very few (0.2%) participants rated their current health condition as ‘excellent’, 16.2%
considered it to be “very good’, 43.9% ‘good’, 35.9% ‘fair’ and 3.7% ‘poor’. More men than
women (67.1% versus 54.7%) considered their current health condition to be ‘excellent’, ‘very
good’ or ‘good’. Older participants were more likely than their younger counterparts to report
poor health.

Happiness
Overall happiness

12.3% of participants reported they were ‘very happy’, 82.7% ‘happy’, 4.8% ‘not very happy’
and 0.2% ‘not happy at all’. 96.4% of men and 93.8% of women said they were ‘very happy’ or

‘happy”.

Patient Health Questionnaire (PHQ-9)

The nine-item Patient Health Questionnaire (PHQ-9) was used to assess symptoms of depression.
The majority of participants (92.0%) had no or minimal depressive symptoms. 1.0% of women
and 1.4% of men reported having experienced moderate, moderately severe or severe symptoms
of depression in the past two weeks. Older participants were more likely than their younger
counterparts to report depressive symptoms.

Stressful life events

Participants were asked whether they had experienced any stressful life events over the past year,
from a list of 18 events derived from the Recent Life Changes Questionnaire (RLCQ). 37.2%
reported having experienced one or more stressful life events in the year prior to the survey. The
five most commonly experienced were ‘heavier workload’ (12.6%), ‘family member with a
serious health problem” (9.4%), ‘experiencing health problems oneself’ (9.4%), ‘worsening
financial situation’ (6.2%), and ‘a death in the family’ (4.2%). More women (40.2%) than men
(33.6%) reported having encountered one or more stressful life events in the past year.

Harmony

Family support

Family support was measured using Family APGAR (adaptability, partnership, growth, affection
and resolve), a five-item scale with a maximum of 10 points. The overall mean score of all
participants was 7.2; women on average rating 0.5 points higher than men. Those aged 65 and
above had the highest level of self-reported family support. Support increased with household
monthly income.

Harmony and contentment

Harmony and contentment were measured by means of 24 items, classified into five domains:
identity, absence of conflicts, effective communication, forbearance and spending time with
family. The last four domains in particular were considered important ingredients of a
harmonious family. Approximately 90% of the participants gave positive responses (“Strongly
agree” or “Agree”) to each of the harmony items, with the exception of ‘identity’ items. Those
aged 35-64 had higher proportion of positive responses, while those of 20-34 and 65 and above
had lower.

Work/family conflict

On average, full-time working participants spent 9.1 hours a day at their workplaces, with males
spending more time than females. Between the ages of 20-64, there was no major difference in
the amount of time participants spent at their workplaces, and working hours were comparatively
shorter for participants above the retirement age of 65.

Work/family conflict was measured using the Work-Family Conflict Scale, a six-item seven-
point scale. The total score ranged from 6 to 42, with higher scores indicating more severe
conflict. The overall score of all participants was 22.2; those aged 65 and above tended to have
the highest levels of conflict.
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Family activities

Participants’ patterns of family activity were assessed by asking about the amount of time (in
hours) they spent with their families watching movies, playing video games or mahjong, having
meals and other similar activities. On average, both male and female participants were more
likely to have meals and converse with their family members, in comparison to the other
aforementioned activities. Participants tended to spent more time with their families on
weekends than on weekdays.

Self-perceived social capital
= Neighbourhood cohesion

Perceived neighbourhood cohesion was measured by means of Sampson’s five-item scale. 44.8%
of the participants either strongly or somewhat agreed with the statement ‘people around here are
willing to help their neighbours’, as did 40.4% with ‘this is a close-knit neighbourhood’ and
38.6% with ‘people in this neighbourhood can be trusted’. 47.2% strongly or somewhat
disagreed with the statement ‘people in this neighbourhood do not get along with each other’,
while only 13.8% strongly or somewhat disagreed with ‘people in this neighbourhood do not
share the same values’.

= Volunteering

Overall, 17.2% of all participants had taken part in some form of voluntary service in the past
year, with more women participating (19.7%) than men (14.2%). 82.8% of participants had spent
no time at all on volunteer work in the past twelve months.
